Section includes exterior wall surfacing system.

Work shall be conducted in accordance with General Conditions, Supplementary Conditions,
Division 1 and the requirements of this Section.

WORK INCLUDED

Provide all labor, materials and equipment necessary to install the exterior wall surfacing system.
Color shall be as selected and approved by the Architect.

The system consisis of:

1. 5/8 inch thick cement board.

2. Reinforcing mesh. -

3. Base coat - acrylic polymer modified cementitious coating.
4. Textured finish.

QUALITY ASSURANCE

Applicaior:

1. Application of the system shall be by an applicator approved by the manufacturer.
2. Follow manufacturer's latest printed application instructions.

Submit 2 foot x 1 foot sample of standard color and texiure to be used.
Sampile to be made by applicator utilizing tools and techniques proposed for instaliation.

Code Approvals: The system shall be approved by the building codes or agencies with jurisdiction
on the project.

Manufacturer shall conduct pre installation conference at the site (GC superintendent and installing
foreman must be present). Take notes and distribufe minutes. Manufaciurer shall inspect the
instailation a minimum of four other times: at completion of cement board installation, at end of base
coat installation, at end of sealant application and at completion of installation.

SUBMITTALS

Shop Drawings: Indicate details of construction including attachments, joint patterns, penetrations,
interface with flashings and adjacent materials.

Product Data: Submit data on system materials, product characteristics, performance criteria, and
limitations.
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Samples: Submit two 12 inch x 12 inch samples illustrating coating color and texture range for
selection. .

Submit copy of current approved applicator certificate.

PRODUCT DELIVERY, STORAGE AND HANDLING MILLION CONSTRUCTION. INC.

Deliver products in original unopened packaging with legible manufacturer’s identification.

Store producis in a cool, dry place, out of direct sunlight, protected from the elements and fro
damage. v

1. Finishes shall be stored at a temperature of not less than 40 degrees.

JOB CONDITIONS
Environmental Requirements:

1. Application of the system shall be in ambient temperatures above 45 degrees F and rising
and on unfrozen surfaces.

2 For installation in temperatures less than 45 degrees F provide supplementary heat.

3. A minimum ambient temperature of 45 degrees F shall be maintained for at least 24 hours

after instaliation.
Protection:
1. Protect surrounding areas and surfaces to preclude damage during application.

2. Protect finished work when stopping for the day or when completing an area in order that
water will not penetrate behind the system.

Coordination:

1. The work of this section requires close coordination between related sections.
2. All joints to be caulked shall be done immediately.

B. Substitutions: Section 01631 - Substitutions.
2.2 MATERIALS
A. Water-resistive Barrier (by others): Grade D kraft building paper complying with UBC Standard 14-
for Type 1, No 15, asphalt felt, complying with ASTM D 226, weighing not less that 14 pounds per
100 square feet (0.683 kg/m?), or a code approved equal.
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Cement Board: ANSIA118.9; ASTM C 1325; high density, cementitious, glass fiber reinforced, 5/8
thick.

1. PermaBase Brand Cement Board as furnished by National Gypsum Company.
2. Substitutions: Section 01631 - Substitutions.

Mechanical Fasteners for Steel Framing: Minimum #8 Type S-12 wafer head, fully threaded
corrosion resistant screws with minimum 3/8 inch penetration info studs. Fasteners shall have the
necessary pull out, tensile and shear strength as installed to resist design loads imposed on the
system.

Waterproof Base Coat: Two component fiber reinforced acrylic based waterproof base coat mixed
with Portland cement.

Reinforcing Mesh: ASTM D-1682; Nominal 4.5 oz /yd? (153 g/m?), symmetrical, interlaced open-
weave glass fiber fabric made with alkaline resistant coating for compatibility with finish system
materials.

Primer: Acrylic based tinted primer (optional).

Textured Finish Coat: Acrylic based textured wall finish with graded marble aggregate as approved
by the Architect. Color shall be as selected by the Architect

Job Mixed Ingredients: Water - clean and potable.

Accessories:

1. Starter sirips, stops, casings, corner beads, drips, expansion and other special accessories
for exterior application shall be either zinc or galvanized.

2. All accessories shall conform to sizes and profiles shown.

Sealants: As approved for compatibility by the system manufacturer.

WATER-RESISTIVE BARRIER INSTALLATION

"Comply with applicable code. Typically attach asphalt saturated felt horizontally to framing with

minimum number of fasteners needed to keep in place, lap shingle style with minimum 2 inch
horizontal laps, and minimum 6 inch vertical laps. Prevent tears or breaks in the continuity of the
water-resistive barrier. Lap over flashing, starter track, and other accessories for drainage to
exterior.

EXAMINATION
Inspect framed wall assembly for: .
1. Damage, breaks or tears in the water-resistive barrier.

2 Presence of flashing at decks, sills, roof/wall intersections and other areas requiring flashing.
3. Straightness and trueness of wall assembly to receive the cement board stucco system.
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3.3 INSTALLATION OF CEMENT BOARD STUCCO SYSTEM

A.  Installation of Cement Board

1 install cement board to the studs with approved fasteners in accordance with manufacturer’s
instructions. _

2. Install cement board with ends and edges closely butted but not forced together. “L” cut
boards around openings such as windows, doors, efc.

3. Stagger cement board joints by 16 inches minimum.

4. Provide for expansion and control joints in cement board layout.

B. Installation of finish system shall be in accordance with Manufacturer’s written instructions.

C.  The substrate shall be free of planar irregularities greater than 1/4 inch in 10 feet and shall be
sound.

D.  The surface fo receive the sanded glaze must be clean, dry, structurally sound and free of
efflorescence, grease, oil, form release agents and curing compounds.

E. Unsatisfactory conditions shall be corrected before the application of the system.

F. Base Coat and Reinforcing Mesh Application
1. Apply base coat over the cement board to recommended thickness in accordance with

manufacturer's written instructions. Immediately embed the mesh into the wet base coat
following the manufacturer's recommendations. Allow base coat to thoroughly dry before
applying primer or finish.

G. Instaliation and placement of control/expansion joints shall be in accordance with manufacturer's
written instructions, in areas not to exceed 144 square feel.

H. Primer Application
1. Apply primer evenly with brush, roller or pmpef spray equipment over the clean, dry base

coat and allow to dry thoroughly before applying finish.

Il Finish Coat Application
1. Apply finish directly over the primed base coat when dry. Apply finish in accordance with

manufacturer's written instructions by spraying or troweling with a stainless steel trowel,
depending on the finish specified.
3.4 MIXING

A. Waterproof Base Coat: Mix ratio with portland cement: 1:1 ratio by weight. Pour base coat material .
into a clean mixing pail. Add portland cement, mix to a uniform consistency and allow to set for
approximately five minutes. Adjust mix if necessary with additional base coat material and remix to
a uniform trowel consistency. Avoid retempering. Do not add water. Keep mix ratio consistent.

B. Primer: Mix with a clean, rust-free high speed mixer to a uniform consistency.

C. Finish Coat: Mix with a clean, rust-free high speed mixer to a uniform consistency. A small amount
of water may be added to adjust workability. Limit addition of water to amount needed to achieve the
finish texture.
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D.  Mix only as much material as can readily be used.

E. Do not use anti-freeze compounds or other additives.

35 CLEANUP

A Remove all debris from site and all materials from adjacent surfaces.

36 PROTECTION
A.  Provide protection of installed materials from water infiltration info or behind them.

B. Provide protection of installed materials from dust, dirt, precipitation, freezing and continuous high
humidity until they are fully dry.
